‘Small Improvement’ In MS

An analysis of studies on exercise over the last 40
years shows that ‘exercise is associated with a small
but significant improvement in MS.’

One of the benefits of exercise is self-confidence.
“Those who are more physically active have more
confidence in their exercise performance, are more
self-confident in general, and have more confidence
in their ability to manage the disease,” says University
of lllinois researcher Robert Motl. Feeling in control of
the disease also meant a better quality of life.

Those individuals with MS
who did not exercise were
found to have higher
levels of overall MS
symptoms,
including fatigue
and difficulty
in walking.

Risk Of Cognitive & Mood Problems From

Smoking Cannabis

People with MS who smoke cannabis for symptom relief are
more likely to suffer from cognitive difficulties and mood
disorders, suggests new Canadian research. They also become
slower in their ability to process and remember information, and
are more likely to suffer from depression and anxiety.

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Scottish Doctors Refuse To Wait For Cannabis

Spray To Be Licensed

Around a dozen Scottish patients are legally
getting the cannabis drug Sativex on the NHS from
their GPs before it is officially licensed.

Frustrated by years of trials of medicinal cannabis,
some GPs have decided to wait no longer and are
legally obtaining the drug Sativex direct from the
manufacturer in a bid to help their patients’ pain
and spasms.

Doctors are allowed to prescribe unlicensed drugs
in the UK if they think it is in the best interest of
their patient, but they are liable for any unforeseen
consequences.

Trials of Sativex have been going on for at least
four years and it will be later this year before the
makers submit an application for UK licensing.

Although cannabis is an illegal drug, the company
which makes Sativex, GW Pharmaceuticals, based in
Wiltshire, is allowed to do so under a special licence
from the Home Office. This licence also allows
doctors to prescribe it and patients to take it

without breaking the law.

The treatment, which is taken as a
spray under the tongue, contains
cannabis as the main active ingredient
and is treated to ensure patients do
not experience a high. Cannabis blocks
receptors in the brain that cause a
patient to feel pain or experience
muscle spasms.

A spokesman for GW
Pharmaceuticals said: "We are
working very hard to finish clinical -
trials, which are necessary to get a - =
full licence. The good news for .
patients is that the mechanism does
exist that allows them to have access to
this medicine. The final decision on whether to
prescribe it to a patient is a matter for individual
health boards."

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Cognitive Behaviour Therapy And Relaxation

Training Help MS Fatigue

Both Cognitive Behavioural Therapy (CBT) and
Relaxation Training are effective treatments for fatigue
in MS, although the effects are better with CBT.

A group of people with MS fatigue who were
treated with Cognitive Behavioural Therapy for eight
months reported significantly greater reduction in
fatigue compared with a group given Relaxation

Training, although both groups showed clinically
significant decreases in fatigue.

Even six months after treatment, both groups
reported levels of fatigue equivalent to a group of
healthy controls.

Corticosteroids Do Not Reduce Long-Term
Disability But High Doses Help In Short-Term

Long-term use of steroids do not reduce the risk
of MS getting worse.

However, someone with MS taking periodic high
doses of methylprednisolone may have a significant
reduction in the risk of disability progression at
5 years.

But an MS patient’s risk of disability progression is
not reduced at 18 months by taking low dose
prednisolone by mouth continuously.

The authors conclude that there is not enough

progression of eventual disability in MS, but that
more research is needed.
